We envision procedures that are more democratic for electing our representatives such as instant runoff voting, proportional representation, and public financing of elections. We recommend policies of fair trade that increase the creation of jobs and investments in America, and the increase of exports of American products abroad. We advise increasing foreign aid to help other nations enhance their prosperity and health.
